Discussion / Reflection Questions

1.  Read Ephesians 2:4-10.  What is to take place once we come into a relationship with God?  If you are in a relationship with God, how is that evidenced in your life?  Are you living in relationship with God to give back to the world or to take from it?  Are there ways in which you sense God pushing you to do “good works”?  If so, is there anything that is holding you back from doing so?



2.  What would it mean in your life to be re-made into a form that would be usable to God?  What areas would God address?  What parts of your life would God put his hands on, apply some pressure and change?



3.  How open are you to change?  Is change something which excites you, or is it generally harder for you to accept?  How about change surrounding who you are as a person?  Is your life moldable so that God can shape you and change you into what he desires?  How has this happened to you in the past?  How does it need to happen to you in the future?



4.  It is one thing to be open to change.  It is another to be responsive to the voice of God in one’s life and to change as he desires.  How often do you find yourself listening to the voice of God and asking him what he desires in your life?  As he speaks into your life and teaches you, how responsive are you to what he says?  Do you find yourself fully giving all areas of your life into his hands and control?  Do you hear his instruction for your life and respond accordingly, or is it something less… something which doesn’t create in you the shape God desires for your life?  How do you need to respond so that the shape of your life will match the picture of you God ultimately desires?
