Discussion/Reflection Questions

1.  Read Genesis 6:5 and 6:11-12.  What do you find most disturbing about the description of the human condition?  Why?  What do you think would be most disturbing to someone who believes that people are basically good?

2.  Read Genesis 6:6-7.  Why do you think God felt the way he did about the moral and social condition of the world in Noah’s day?  Do you think his decision in verse 7 was justified?  Why or why not?

3.  Read Genesis 6:8-9.  What are we told about Noah’s character?  Did Noah become this way because of God’s favor/grace, or did Noah somehow earn God’s favor?  Why do you think so?

4.  Read Genesis 9:8-17.  Why do you think God has decided not to send another flood, even though the human race is still evil?  To what future and final solution does God’s covenant point?

5.  God responded with deep sadness when he saw the evil that encompassed the whole of humanity.  Think of a time in your own life when you went astray.  How does God’s sadness about your sin make you feel?  

6.  What is something difficult that God is asking you to do?  What one or two obstacles stand in your way?  How does the story of Noah help you approach and overcome the obstacles you are facing?

7. Noah worshipped God by building an altar and offering sacrifices to him.  How have you expressed your gratitude to God recently when he has brought you through a difficult situation?

8. If you were Noah, what would you have thought when God told you to build a boat one and a half times the length of a football field and four stories tall?  a.) What?!  b.) What will the neighbors think?!  c.) How long will it take?!  d.) How will I finance it?!  e.) I love an adventure!  What does your answer reveal about you?
